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ARTWORK:

Images of Murals available on the “Clevelandartandhistory.org”  web site, and also available for in person viewing at the localities.

OBJECTIVES:

A. Students will identify the various images and themes in the mural via a provided worksheet.

B. Students will identify at least 5 different themes on freedom that are depicted in the mural.

CLASS ACTIVITY:  Students are to go to “www.clevelandartandhistory.org” web site go to the selection labeled “murals”.  A photograph of the Elmer Brown mural of Free Speech on the wall of the Cleveland City Club Forum will appear.

SUGGESTED ANSWERS FOR TEACHER:

A. Speech - the man speaking at the podium.

B. Justice - the blind justice statue

C. Free Press - the roll of documents progressing across the mural.

D. Freedom of association - the group of people gathered to hear a speaker.

E. Freedom of religion/freedom under the law - the 10 Commandments on upper right hand side.
